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QUICK SUSTAINABILITY FACTS:

Sustainable Site

e Stormwater management plan that reduces impervious cover, promotes infiltration and treats the stormwater
runoff from 90% of the average annual rainfall using acceptable best management practices (BMPs). This limits
the disruption of natural hydrology.

e 75% of the roof surface can return solar energy back to the atmosphere with roofing materials specially made to
reduce heat islands to minimize impacts on microclimates and human and wildlife habitats.

Indoor Environmental Quality

e Low-emitting materials are used for adhesives & sealants, paints & coatings, composite wood & agrifiber
products, and flooring systems are used to reduce concentrations of chemical contaminants that can damage
air quality, human health, productivity, and the environment.

e Continuous monitoring systems that provide feedback on ventilation system performance to ensure that
ventilation systems maintain minimum outdoor airflow rates under all operating conditions.

e There is commissioning of building energy systems and refrigerant management.

e Fire department reuses the water they use on the spray wall. Water rolls down the hill into a drain that leads to
a 20k-gallon tank. Water is then pumped back up and recirculated.
e Water efficient landscaping.
