· Regarding sabbatical leaves, Dr. Vela stated that Vice Chancellor Brunelle has met with the faculty leaders and the topic of sabbatical leave requests will be on the November 6 Board agenda.  Discussions are underway as to whether or not the District can financially support sabbaticals.  A report on how everyone benefits from sabbatical leaves will be presented to the Board upon the return of faculty from their sabbatical leaves.
· An update on the SERP indicates 13 faculty show “great interest”; 2 faculty are not interested; 23 are still undecided; and 8 did not show up for their appointment.  The deadline is November 4.
· A letter from Jim Ness, President of Inland Valley News Today, thanked the Board for the opportunity to serve the KVCR radio audience during the past 13 years.
· Dr. Vela stated she will be participating in the San Bernardino Area Chamber of Commerce Leadership program.  This is an opportunity for her to learn about the community and meet key people in the area.
· Dr. Vela asked the Board if they would be willing to eliminate the extra pages from the agenda backup relating to bid awards.  The district is required to provide the information on the bidders and the trustees will still receive key information they need to make a decision.
