A forum was held with counseling faculty regarding the Student Services Building
reorganization. SBVC is on pace to provide 16,000 counseling appointments this
year with 17,000 students enrolled, reflecting the incredible dedication of our
counseling team. The college continues to work toward professionalizing and
expanding counseling services, and twelve temporary counseling positions are
being transitioned to tenure-track, a meaningful step forward for students and
faculty alike. We look forward to hiring more faculty to support all of our students
in atimely manner.
