	Same as Student Authentication- T.L took a sample from last meeting to the ETC and forwarded it to Valley with Crafton’s recoomendations.. Jack would like to make some additional recommendations to what Crafton proposed and then send back to Crafton for approval.  The First step, a secured login, we have. Further steps would be to create a culture where integrity is important.  Having the saying on the splash screen is a good move.  Once both Colleges accept the statement, Jack will give to Glen to add.  Next step is adding a module that once you click your course link you are still verifying that you are the individual stated.  Andy recommends a script that can run the first time a student log-in. it would require the student to read and accept the rules and guidelines of Blackboard. Add a module on Academic Integrity. Valley recommends it be added right above the Help Desk Module. T.L. to send his link. 

Jack reported that Valley put together a WIKI placed on accreditation standards. Broke down the standard itself, specific DE questions and specific evidence and then the response. Color coded in yellow on the Wiki things they still need to do. Some relate to Glen's shop and Valley will be asking for some info.  Standard two has 35 sections that address DE and is another night mare.  Need to identify and show how we are addressing each issue. 

Wiki to address the ACCJC issues concerning DE standards as a whole. 

Jack passed out some items he received on Friday. Letter from ACCJC, pushing State Authorization.  Glen got a list of non-resident students for the Colleges; Valley had five students in four different states.  Need updated list in January to both Jack and T.L.  Question how the college can pull their own report.    Of the five students, none were taking just on-line classes. T.L. recommends that we not allow out of state students, if they actually live out of state, to register.  Jack stated we should not allow AL, AK, Conn, Mass, Minn. Georgia does not care so no reason to prevent those students. Jack reviewed the information Valley added to their website. To allow out of State Students to complain if they have issues.  In January, work in parallel. T. L to bring to ETC committee to show then the Valley College info once he gets info from Glen. 

ACCJC will determine if the college offers a correspondent course versus a DE course. The DE course has to have regular substance interaction between student and instructor. If the ACCJC determines that a course is Correspondent, student not eligible for financial Aid. Both colleges currently have the requirement that DE courses have this interaction.  

Jack went to his site, there is a free site, Jack tested with students, had a smart phone app, can be integrated into blackboard. voicethread.com. Allows a conversation to happen between multiple people.  Allows multiple ways to input information, telephone, and doodle Voicethread.com. students can see and hear other students.  students are engaged in different ways and are prone to be more successful in the class. Add comments, call, type, video, and multiple ways to add.  Jack would like to recommend that we discuss with Glen, Jack will make a contract with the Voice thread people to see if they can have a presentation to this committee.
