CATEGORICAL 
 
▪ Student Success and Support Program Funding – maintain 2015-16 funding levels in 

with a match of 1.3 to 1 
▪ Student Equity Plans – maintain 2015-16 funding levels in  with no match 
▪ Proposition 39, Year 4 – $427,006  
▪ Block Grant – $1,002,874 
 
OTHER REVENUE  
 
Eligible Revenue will be allocated based on the latest allocation percent; and it is 
updated as information becomes available from the State Chancellor’s Office. 
 
ASSESSMENTS 
 
▪ District Allocation — based on eligible expenditures
